Call to Order: 7:00pm by Rob Zuchowski

Board Members Present:  Rob Zuchowski, Barbara Meyer, Dave Lowenstein, Garrett Keane, Tom Vani and Wendy Scannell
Board Members Absent:  John Peters
President’s Report:  Rob Zuchowski thanked all board members for attending.  Rob also said, “I would like to remind the homeowners to keep their questions and comments to the end of the meeting.  So we the board can have a productive and efficient meeting.”
Minutes from HOA Meeting in October:  Were approved (Tom motioned, Barbara seconded it and all agreed) Dave Lowenstein abstained
Minutes from HOA Meeting in November:
Treasurer’s Report
· Riverside Bank is now TD Bank

· The question of putting RGHOA money into an interest bearing account was address and it was determined we can not or RGHOA would have to file a tax return.

· Barbara and Rob transferred all of items from old storage unit to new unit at Baker’s Storage, which will save the community $18.13 a month.

· Tom asked that the budget reflect the check book balance match the current budget every month.

Old Business
· Rob had the liens notarized and sent back to Seth.  The liens have been processed by Seth.  There are 4 homeowners who have not paid their dues.
· Rob contacted Dave Wise, the Osprey nest repair man and he will be coming to his house on November 19th to inspect the 2 nest that were built.  He will then build one more (out of wood) and then have all three nests replaced by December.

· Tom provided Rob with the new pond/weed control contact, Ecor Aquatic Weed Control.  Rob called and he came out and gave us a very professional proposal that was less than our current service.

· Rob informed the board that the ARC had voted to terminate the Policy Addition Resolution #1 Regarding Storage of Vehicles, as per the attorney’s advice. Rob also asked the ARC to vote on the Scannell’s new placement of the boat and the new vegetation that had been planted.  The ARC voted that the Scannell’s are in compliance and that the boat is not devaluing any other community property.
· Rob then asked the board to terminate the new revision, as per the new attorney.

· All voted in favor, Wendy abstained from voting.

· Rob then asked that the board vote on the placement of the boat and vegetation has been planted and that the boat is only visible at certain angles by certain heights that they (the Scannell’s) are in compliance and that they are not devaluing the value of other homes in the association.

· All voted in favor, Wendy abstained from voting.

· Rob addressed Marie Prescott continuous question of “What happen to the fines?”  

· When Rob spoke to the original attorney and told him that there are other boats, one being a few doors away, that are visible, his comment was “To drop this issue because the board will lose do to selective enforcement.”  The new attorney asked if the old board had followed state statue section 720.305 Obligations of members; remedies at law or in equity; levy of fines and suspension of use rights section (a) A fine or suspension may not be imposed without notice of at least 14 days to the person sought to be fined or suspended and an opportunity for a hearing before a committee of at least three members appointed by the board who are not officers, directors, or employees of the association, or the spouse, parent, child, brother, or sister of an officer, director, or employee.  If the committee, by majority vote, does not approve a proposed  fine or suspension, it may not be imposed.  In all of Rob’s research he did not find any filings and/or proof that this was done, therefore all fines by previous boards on this matter should be terminated. This was the information told to Rob by Seth the new attorney.

· Bill Langan suggested that the board had the right to remove fines from a past board

· The motion to remove all past fines was presented by Rob, everyone voted unanimously, Wendy abstained from voting.

· AT&T U-Verse is coming to RiverGrove, Rob negotiated a $1,200 donation from AT&T to cover equipment that will be placed on a 4x8 slab.

New Business
· Garage sale to be held on December 4th, Rob will put out signs the day before and David will put the ad in the newspaper for 8:00am to 12:00pm.
· Rob thanked Barbara for all her hard work on the New Letter.

Officer Round Table

· Tom, suggested that we inform residents to check their sprinklers and make sure they are in working order to help fight chinch bugs

· Barbara, sent out a thanks to Dave Fox for fixing fixtures

· Rob, volunteered to update email address and parcel ID numbers.

· Garrett informed us he would not be sitting on the board again, so we will need suggestions for a new board member.

Meeting was open to the floor:
· Dave Fox, pointed out that 3 sections of sidewalk are broken at 961 Spanish Cay.
· Susan Kasica, question whose responsibility the sidewalks were and informed the board that another home on Rocky Point has some broke sidewalks, one of the board will go by and take a look.

· LeaAnn Wojcieszak, asked who was responsible for emptying trash can down on dock, this is left up to anyone in the community.

Rob Zuchowski motioned that the meeting be adjourned/everyone agreed unanimously
