Minutes of Board Meeting 11th June 2009

Call to Order:   7.00 p.m.

Board Members Present:  Joe Coviello, Joe O’Black, William Langan, Susan Kasica, Marie Prescott. 

Board Members Absent:  Garrett Keane, Josh Nicolson, David Lowenstein, Cozette Merrit. 

Pledge:   No Pledge as there was no flag present.

President’s Report:  Joe Coviello thanked all Board members for attending.

Joe suggested that the Landscaping and Plant Maintenance should be combined into one vendor and suggested giving the whole maintenance to Paradise Lawns.  We would insist that the contract we had with Middleton be continued same with Paradise including insurance on the Sago Palms in the entrance of Rivergrove.  These would be expensive to replace and were covered with replacement by Middleton.  

There have been reports of a stranger entering Rivergrove and fishing in Lake I.  When approached the man says he is a friend of Wendy and Bill Scanlon.  With further investigation it is apparent that he is not.   

If this man is seen in Rivergrove again we ask all to report him to the Sheriff.   

The signage for the upcoming meetings.  Susan Kasica stated that she has been in touch with Nancy at Cocoa Signs and is in the progress of choosing a sign that we can use.  

The Budget…. Bill Langan reported that the Budget is on course for the year.  That there is $600 over if the fish stocking is not completed…(We do not think it advantageous to stock more fish as there seems to be an abundance already) so the extra money can be allocated into the general funds, and be used towards extra plantings and maintenance on the sprinkler systems.  Savings are also available on last year’s electricity accounts.  With the savings there is an allocation of $1400 available to use against other expenses.  

There are still four residents that have not paid their annual dues.  Continuing fines to be allocated to the residents involved.  

The home next Cozette Merritt still has no landscaping.  Cozette will pursue this problem with the resident and hopefully will come to an agreeable solution in the near future. We will allow the resident until the 1st of July 2009 to improve the quality of their garden and then we will discuss any further action at the next meeting as Cozette was not present at this meeting.

Joe Coviello enquired as to the date of renewal of our insurance policy for RiverGrove.  Bill and Marie will follow up and report.   

The problem of overnight parking was again brought to the attention of the Board.  As this is an ongoing problem and no resolution seems to be happening the suggestion of towing said vehicles was brought up.  Joe Coviello will enquire with the Sheriffs department as to the viability of this action to solve the problem.  Letters have been sent to the offending resident with no action being taken by them in response.  The Sheriff has been notified of the offending vehicles on a number of occasions with no results.  We feel very strongly about this situation and any action that can be taken will be. 

We received an e-mail from Ron McGee about the ongoing problem of boats stored behind resident’s fences but seemingly in view of the public.  We would remind all residents that the covenants restrict the parking of boats on the premises if viewed by the public in general.  We will continue to follow up on these violations.  

Joe Coviello suggested that Ballots and a letter to all residents be produced now to ask for new Board Members for the year of 2010.  Although early, we feel as a Board, that because of last years dismal response to Ballots, that we need volunteers now for next year as most of the present Board will be retiring and if now Ballots are received there will no choice but to allow a Circuit Court to appoint a receiver who will manage the affairs of the HOA.  

The next meeting will be on Tuesday 14th July at the Provost Hall at 7pm.  

With no more business, Joe Oblack motioned for the meeting to be adjourned, Susan Kasica seconded and the meeting adjourned at 8.30pm.
