Minutes of Board Meeting 12th March 22, 2009

Call to Order: 7.00p.m.

Presidents Report:    Joe Coviello thanked all Board members for attending. Put forward an agenda for this evenings meeting:  

Joe Coviello asked for a motion to accept Februarys Minutes as read.  Joe Oblack made the motion, seconded by Cozette Merritt, and the Board passed the motion unanimously.

Bill Langan to file the annual report for Rivergrove, and name new officers on it. 

We have eight residents that still have not paid their yearly dues.  Bill and Joe Coviello will work off line to file liens for the payment of said dues.  There are five homes in foreclosure in the community.  

Joe gave Marie a copy of grievance letter he sent to 2646 Rocky Point, Mr. and Mrs. Tippens have been given thirty days to comply with the improvements to their garden.  The Board agreed that legal action should be taken if he does not comply.

Joe Coveillo thanked Bill Langan and Joe Oblack for all their recent work in sorting out the repairs to the culverts in Lake II.  Jerry Boggs Contractor will complete the work within the next month or so.  

Joe Coviello requested that the landscape committee undertake a general review of the landscaping in the RiverGrove.  At  the next meeting we will discuss any problems, e.g. Lawns, missing trees, weeds and general problems found in the community. The Board then can take appropriate action.  

Cozette will ask Paradise Lawns to give an estimate to repair all Osprey platforms in the community.  They are in need of repairs.  We would like to ask David Fox for any advice and help in this matter.

Josh Nicholson suggested that we wait until the Spring rains to fall before informing residents of any violations with their gardens.  It will be discussed when landscaping review report comes in at next meeting. 

Bill Langan put forward the Budget and also an amended budget. Because we did not allow funds for the restocking of lakes, he altered the general repairs to read $9700 instead of $6500 to allow funds to be allocated for this expense. Susan motioned to accept the new budget, Marie seconded, and the motion was passed unanimously.

Joe Oblack made a motion to accept treasurer’s report as read.  Susan seconded and the motion was passed unanimously.  

With no more business, Joe asked the residents present for any comments.  Waldi West enquired if she needed ARC approval to repaint her home in the same color.  Was informed that no approval was needed if same color was to be used.  

Alan Tice remarked on the continuing problem of the overnight parking of cars.  Joe Coviello informed him that letters have been sent to residents and the sheriff about this problem.  We will continue to monitor. 

Josh Nicholson wants Spring Fling …suggested date of Sunday 2nd May at 2.00 p.m. He wants the affair to be on a large scale and will work with Bernie to get a committee together by next meeting.  Joe Oblack passed over $200 that had been given as donations to the next event, to Josh to use as funds towards that ‘Spring Fling’.  

Susan Kasica suggested the next semi annual garage sale be on April 18th 2009.  Marie will get sign for the front to inform all residents. 

With no more business Joe Oblack motioned to end meeting.  David seconded and the meeting was adjourned at 8.20p.m..
