Call to Order:   7.00 p.m.

Board Members Present:  Joe Coviello, Joe O’Black, William Langan, Susan Kasica, Marie Prescott.  Cozette Merritt,  Josh Nicholson. 

Board Members Absent:  Garrett Keane,  David Lowenstein, 

Pledge:   No Pledge as there was no flag present.

President’s Report:  Joe Coviello thanked all Board members for attending.

It was brought to notice a spelling mistake in June 2009’s minutes.  It has now been amended as follows…

“Joe Coviello suggested that Ballots and a letter to all residents be produced now to ask for new Board Members for the year of 2010.  Although early, we feel as a Board, that because of last years dismal response to Ballots, that we need volunteers now for the next year as most of the present Board will be retiring and if no Ballots are received there will be no choice but to allow a Circuit Court to appoint a receiver who will manage the affairs of the HOA. “

This amendment being made a motion to accept Junes Minutes as written was made by Joe Oblack and seconded by Josh Nicholson.  The Board accepted the minutes.  

The draft letters of the Nominations for Board Members for the year of 2010 were discussed.  It was decided that a final draft be submitted to all members of the Board this weekend for approval and posting to all residents.  

Landscaping Committee.  

Josh Nicholson reported that he has inspected all residents’ sidewalks and submitted a list of residents with trees missing from their boulevards.  Joe Coviello suggested that letters be sent to all offenders and that missing trees be replaced within the statutes of the Covenant. 

Any gardens that are in disrepair because of repossession by Banks must also be informed and copies to be sent to Secretary of the Board.  

There are many lights out at the entrance of RiverGrove.  David Fox volunteered to replace and repair as needed.  Joe thanked him for his continued support to the Board.  

Josh will inform Middleton Landscaping that we no longer need their services as we have now collated our care of the common grounds over to Paradise Lawns, with special specification that the sabal palms at the entrance to RiverGrove be covered by replacement coverage (as we had with Middleton) in the event of disease or damage.  This being agreed by Paradise the whole contract is now in place for the next two years.  

Signage for the Front Entrance and upcoming meetings. 

Susan Kasica has been working with Cocoa Signs, to purchase a new sign for the entrance.  This hopefully will be available for the next meeting.  

Damage to Fence on Tropical Trail.

Joe Coviello thanked Joe Oblack for his prompt service in dealing with the recent damage to the white fence on Tropical Trail.  

Joe contacted Tim and Jerry (Our maintenance workers) and obtained an estimate of $250 for the repairs.  As our deductible with our insurance company is $2500, it was decided to just go ahead and get the repairs done without delay.  Within a few days the fence was repaired and as good as new.  

Treasures report

Bill Langan stated that four liens were filed on June 21.  Three residents still have not paid their dues.  601 Spanish Cay, 2787 Trails at Hidden Harbor and 2718 Trails at Hidden Harbor.  

The monthly electric bill was a lot lower this time and Bill asked if Joe could check the sprinkler systems to see if all are operating. 

The issue with Mr.& Mrs. Scannell was bought up for discussion.  There has been a camper and boat and trailer on site for a while and it was decided that a letter of violation be sent for the removal of both.  Bill Langan will write letter, copy to Marie.  

The question of towing violating parked vehicles.  Unfortunately the Sheriffs department can only tow vehicles.  We will continue to monitor and call the Sheriff on offenders.

Marie asked if there was a way we could fund the installation of speed bumps or humps in the neighborhood.  The continuing speeding of vehicles poses a real threat to children playing and could result in serious accident or death.  

Joe will look into this question.

Joe informed Josh that Middleton is no longer our pest control company and that Paradise lawns have taken over the whole of the maintenance for RiverGrove.  The contract will be for the next two years.  Josh has the contract and paperwork for this.  

Josh enquired as to the money $400 held for the picnic fund.  Joe asked Josh to continue to hold this money separate as it would get lost in our normal accounts.

We will have to remind Paradise to quote for the replacement of the osprey platforms (kindly made by David Fox) when the mating season has ended.  

Susan and David Fox stated that the River Dock area is overgrown with weeds.  Josh will ask Paradise what maintenance they are carrying out down there.

Open Floor.

David Fox had picked up tops of fences from the recent repairs and handed them over to Joe Oblack.  That grass on home sidewalks need trimming.  This should be done with regular mowing.  

The River Dock is in need of painting and staining.  

Also that the recent letter drop from the water board about twice weekly watering.  The Water Cops are around and checking up on residents watering.  

John Ryan stated that Paradise Lawns maintenance men are blowing grass clipping down the storm drains and subsequently getting into the Lakes, adding to the problem of algae.

Josh to call Eric at Paradise.  

Northside of Tropical Trail, there is a large mound of wood clippings, which needs collection.  

Richard Rahn commented that the new repairs to Lake II look very good and hopefully will solve all the problems now.  Also there is a missing tree on 911 Spanish Cay boulevard.

With no more business Susan motioned for the meeting to adjourn, Joe Oblack seconded and the meeting closed at 8.30.p.m.
