Call to Order:   7.00 p.m.

Board Members Present:  Joe Coviello, Joe O’Black, William Langan,  Marie Prescott. Garrett Keane,  David Lowenstein,

President’s Report:  Joe Coviello thanked all Board members for attending.

Joe passed a motion to accept July’s minutes as read.  Bill seconded and the Board passed them unanimously.

The question of speed bumps in the community.  Joe Coviello has investigated this proposal extensively.  The County Rescue people do not like speed bumps as it slows their response time.  

The whole neighborhood has to be approached by mail and then an eighty five per cent in favor has to be received before we can forward an application.  

After much discussion a vote was taken as to what action is to be done in this matter.  It was a four to two majority to shelve this project for a future time.

Joe Coviello stated that the Rivergrove Insurance contract has been renewed for three years at the same rate.

Bill Langan stated the budget is on course.  He has paid an invoice to David Fox for the repairs on the front entrance Lights.  Thanks to David again for his help in this matter.  

Bill has sent two grievance letters (One recorded and one ordinary mail) to the Scannells of Long Sandy Circle concerning their motor home and boat parking.  One recorded letter came back to us as refused.  We decided that one months grace will be given to the Scannells, but next months meeting there will be a decision to either fine or tow the offending boat.  Both of which we are legally able to do.  

Joe sent Mr. Barrett a grievance letter concerning dumping swimming pool water into Lake I.  As it states in our Covenant, it is illegal to run water into the lakes from pools.  The chemicals will kill the vegetation and fish.  It is to be run off into lawns and allowed to be sifted naturally into the Aquifer.  

Garrett Keane and Rich Rhan both gave web sites and names of duct cleaning for Dryers.  Marie will mention them both in the next newsletter.

With no other business Joe Oblack motioned to adjourn the meeting. Joe Coveillo seconded.  The meeting closed at 8.40p.m.
