Minutes of Meeting January 14th 2010

Present:  Joe Coviello, Marie Prescott, Joe Oblack, Cozette Merritt, Bill Langan, Garret Keane.

Absent:  Josh Nicholson, David Lowenstein and apologies from Susan Kasica.

Call to Order:  7.00pm.

Pledge:  Led by Joe Coviello.

Joe Coviello thanked all for attending.  He made a motion to accept December’s minutes as read.  Cozette seconded and the motion was carried unanimously by the Board.

The repairs to the drain on the pathway from the Gazebo were repaired by the St. Johns Water board.  Since then the repairs have been slightly vandalized. 

The painting of the curbstone at the entrance has been completed, but already marked by a large vehicle. 

The Osprey nest repairs.  Joe Coviello asked David Weiss of the Autobahn Society to have a look at them to see if repairs could be affected soon.

We received a note of thanks from Mr. David Fox.

There has been recent damage to the passive playground in Little Bend Place by a vehicle being illegally driven into the playground.  A motion was made from Cozzette not to replace damaged bench but to repair all posts.  Joe Oblack seconded and the motion was passed unanimously by the Board.  Marie will contact Todd Parodine at Superior Fences to proceed with these repairs as soon as possible. 
The ongoing process with Mr. & Mrs. Scannell.  They now owe $6400.00 in fines for the non removal of their boat from their home premises.  Our lawyer has informed us by letter that if we want to proceed with the law suit, we must get a mediator to see if a amicable result could be reached before we go to court.  

Marie made a motion to continue with the law suit with the possibility of mediation with the Scannells.  Bill Langan seconded the motion, Garret Keane refrained from voting, and the motion was passed by the Board.

There has been no word from Josh Nicholson on the status of letters to residents in violation with missing trees.  Marie has tried to follow up with no results.  She will continue to try and contact Josh.  

The signage for the front entrance “No soliciting”  has been promised by Cocoa Signs in the next week or so.  Marie will follow up on this.

Joe Coviello reminded all members to bring all paperwork etc., to the annual general meeting to be held on February 9th 2010.
We also need to identify another receiving agent.

We need to check with Susan if the meeting is to be held in Georgianna Classrooms.

We have received 20 nominations for the new Board to date.  Marie will copy more forms for the annual general meeting. 

It is important that next year all nomination forms be numbered, so that the risk of any tampering can be safely eliminated.

Cozette mentioned that the hedges on the walkway to the gazebo are poking through the fence and could damage that fence.  Also at David Lowenstein’s home.  Marie will mention this to both residents.

Bill Langan stated that 2489 Long Sandy Circle has been sold and is closing on 22nd January 2010.  

The ARC received an application for the installation of Solar Panels.  The application was passed.  

An updated copy of the budget was distributed to the members.  We finished 2009 with $68411.30.  We expect to bank another $38295.00 for fees.  We collected $8000.00 so far.  

The Tippens home will go for Sheriffs sale on January 27th 2010.

Garret Keane asked the Board the position of landscaping carried out on the River Dock area.  Joe Coviello stated that we need all the foliage there at present to stop erosion of the riverbank.  He will ask Paradise Lawns to tidy up the area on a regular basis and suggested a voluntary clean up in the spring.  
Garret questioned the sidewalk reserve in the budget.  Bill explained that this is for any damage to the gazebo and river walk sustained during hurricanes as we no longer have insurance on these places.  Also if the county wants to install sidewalks on Tropical Trail adjoining Rivergrove, we hope they will pay for this, but there is a possibility they will ask us for money towards the venture.  

With no more business Joe Oblack made a motion to adjourn.  Bill Langan seconded and the motion was carried unanimously. 

The meeting adjourned at 8.15p.m.
