Minutes of Board Meeting 14 May 2009

Date:  May 14, 2009

Location:  Georgiana United Methodist Church, TLC, South Tropical Trail, Merritt Island.

Call to Order:   7.00 p.m.

Board Members Present:  Joe Coviello, Joe O’Black, William Langan, Susan Kasica, Cozette Merritt.

Board Members Absent:  Marie Prescott, Garrett Keane, Josh Nicolson, David Lowenstein

Pledge:   No Pledge as there was no flag present.

President’s Report:  Joe Coviello thanked all Board members for attending and put

Forward the agenda for the meeting.  A proposal to accept the April Meetings was presented.  Susan Kasica rendered two corrections to the date, which were accepted, and

motioned for approval.  Joe O’Black seconded and the Board passed the motion unanimously.

Joe Coviello presented a proposal from Paradise Lawn to continue landscaping services to the community and a second proposal to provide fertilization and herbicide maintenance to the island plantings and Sago Palms at the community’s entrance.  The board tentatively approved the proposal with the proviso that it be amended to include

Sago palm replacement should the proposed treatment result in injury or death to these

well-established and beautiful ornamentals.  Joe will follow-up with Paradise to determine the feasibility of the amendment.

Since the spring fling was cancelled, the board took up discussion of the monies donated for the event.  The board agreed that all donated funds ($400.00) will remain in the hands of the Landscape Chairperson, Josh Nicolson, and that the treasurer will so annotate the present and future treasurer’s report.

The two OSPREY nests constructed by Dave Fox were delivered to the storage shed for safekeeping.  They will remain there until after OSPREY nesting for the spring is completed.  At that time, arrangements will be made to have the nests installed 
where deteriorated nests are located.

Treasurer’s Report: Bill Langan reported that six (6) homeowners still owe dues.  Liens

against the properties of these homeowners have been placed.

The treasurer’s report as submitted was accepted by a motion from Susan Kasica and seconded by Joe O’Black.  The motion was carried unanimously.

ARC Committee:  Bill Langan, who also wears the ARC hat, advised the board some homeowners have not complied with the tree scape plan for the community.  Some trees are below the required height and others are missing.  Bill will supply names and addresses to the President who will post grievance letters to these homeowners.

Vice President:  Joe O’Black presented a proposal from a contractor to add cochina rock to the Pier and Gazebo area on the Indian River property.  The intent of the proposal was to minimize erosion on the bank area.  After full discussion of the proposal with the inclusion of alternate solutions, the board table the proposal with the opinion that no action was needed at this time.

Director Susan Kasica will pursue the construction of a new meeting sign for the front entrance and a sign that states ‘DEED RESTRICTED COMMUNITY NO SOLICITING” for the front entrance.

Director Cozette Merritt provided an update on the progress of 2728 Trails at Hidden Harbor.  Cozette also asked for and received permission from the board to provide reminders to all residents to adhere to the water restrictions placed upon all citizens by the St. Johns Water Management District.  Cozette, at her own personal expense will

print and distribute these reminders to all community members.  To comply with postal regulations, these reminders will be placed outside the mail box on the horizontal bar near the sidewalk.  

Residents that have not replaced their home numbers missing from their homes after painting or other repairs, must do so.  The board has provided ample notification through its newsletter and meeting minutes that this is a requirement.  This requirement is both a County Ordinance and Covenant requirement.  The board will take appropriate action to enforce this requirement.  

Following comments from the two homeowners attending the meting, Joe O’Black made a motion to adjourn.  Susan Kasica seconded the motion and the meeting was adjourned
