Susan passed a motion to accept September’s minutes as read.  Bill seconded and the Board passed them unanimously.

Also made statement that the Water Board Trucks are around and warning everyone who are watering gardens on the wrong days.

There was no update on missing boulevard trees, so nothing could be discussed about the matter.  Marie will contact Josh for an update.

The matter of the Scannell family.  Bill has sent a further letter to Mr. & Mrs. Scannell concerning the illegal parking of their boat.  If not removed before 16th October 2009, Mr. Williamson, our lawyer will enforce the fine of $100.00 per day.

Joe asked that the nomination applications now be closed, but Marie motioned that we keep it open until the next meeting, just in case more nominations are received by that date.  Susan seconded, and apart from a Nay from Joe Coviello, the motion was carried.  

Bill Langan gave an update on the budget.  Most of it was as before with the exception of a small deduction from the sidewalk and dock reserves to pay for the restocking of fish this year.  We will be able to put $3000 into the reserves by the end of the year.  

The ARC had one application for repainting of a home and it was approved.  

The Jungle Jim that Mr. & Mrs. Mills have erected in their garden on Trails at Hidden Harbor has caused some problems with a neighbor at the back of them in Little Bend Place.  A letter from that resident stated what we must do in this matter.  Joe Coveiello stated that he was not pleased with the attitude of that resident telling us what the covenants stated.  The ARC will review this matter and report at the next meeting.  

The upcoming Garage Sale on October 17th.  Marie will contact Rob Van Epp to sort out an advertisement for the Florida Today Newspaper.  

Garrett Keane questioned if the River Dock was included in the Landscaping maintenance by Paradise Lawns.  They do tidy it up occasionally.  Garrett suggested that we organize a clean up of the area for November.  We will ask for volunteers during the next month.  

With no more business Joe opened up the floor to the residents.  

Alan Tice who suffered extensive damage to his sidewalk recently gave an update to the Board.  He has contacted St. Johns Water, and requested they repair the damage.

Mr. & Mrs. Young of Trails of Hidden Harbor.  Their home is up for sale and the lawns are not being cared for.  Joe will contact the Realtor to follow up on this.  

Four residents are advertising their businesses on the side of their vehicles.  As this is not allowed in the Covenants, Marie will write to residents and inform them of Article II, para: 2.5.   

Joe Oblack is contacting our handymen, Tim and Jerry to hang the Ospreys nests and repaint the curbstone yellow at the entrance.  

With no more business, Susan made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by David.
