Call to Order:   7.00 p.m.

Board Members Present:  Joe Coviello,  William Langan,  Marie Prescott. David Lowenstein,  Cozette Merritt, Josh Nicholson, Susan Kasica.

Pledge:   Joe Coviello led the pledge.

President’s Report:  Joe Coviello thanked all Board members for attending.

Joe passed a motion to accept August 13th’s minutes as read.  Bill seconded and the Board passed them unanimously.

The question of the ‘Board’ and the ‘Association” came up as being separate entities.   This is incorrect, they are both the same.  

The matter of Scannells’ Boat parked in their drive behind the fence, but in view of public. As this problem has been ongoing for such a long time with no solution from the Scannells, it was decided that a second letter be sent by Bill Langan of ARC Committee referring to the last letter written that the said boat has to be removed.  

If this is not carried out within 14 days of the date of that letter, then we have no choice but to involve our lawyer and impose a fine of $100 per day, for every day that the Scannells are in violation of Covenant.  

We are still reluctant to take this course of action but really have no choice in the matter.  We, as a Board, were elected to uphold the Covenant restrictions and that is what we intend to do.  

A motion to go forward with this action was made by Marie and seconded by Bill and the Board passed the motion unanimously.  

The missing Boulevard trees, Marie will send Josh a copy of Grievance letter.   He will then forward the letter to all residents involved, including residents with cinch bug problems as well.  

Joe Coviello mentioned that 2668 and 2657 Trails at Hidden Harbor have garage doors that have rusted badly.  Bill will send letters to homeowners requesting repainting the garage doors.  

The curb at the entrance needs to be repainted in fluorescent yellow.  Bill will inform Joe Oblack to contact Tim and Jerry, the maintenance guys to get this done as soon as possible.  

Joe Coviello requested that Bill produce an updated version of resident listings as many people have moved into Rivergrove.  

Bill said the budget is still on target.   We have now collected all outstanding dues except two for the present year, including late fees.  

Joe Coviello has contacted Paradise Lawns and complained of the poor showing of blooms at the front entrance.  We are disappointed that we are charged for plants that only last two weeks.  Mike at Paradise Lawns will look into this matter. 

The signage for front entrance, (for a no soliciting sign,) is still being made and will be installed upon completion.  

Susan will also ask Nancy at Cocoa Signs for a small sign to give directions to the new classrooms at Georgiana Church where our meetings are now being held.  

Two requests were made to the ARC Committee.  One for painting a home in Long Sandy Circle.  Colors were submitted and approved. 

A request for a freestanding garage to be installed in Little Bend Place.  This request put on hold until proper architectural drawings have been submitted to the ARC.  

With no more business, Susan made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Marie.
