Minutes of Board Meeting 9th April 2009

Date:   9th April 2009,

Location:   Georgiana United Methodist Church, Provost Hall, Old Settlement Road, Merritt Island.

Call to Order: 7.00p.m.

Board Members Present:  Joe Coviello,  Marie Prescott, Joe Oblack, Bill Langan, Susan Kasica,  ,Josh Nicholson. David Lowenstein.

Pledge:  No Pledge as no flag was present (We were in a different Location at the Church.).

Presidents Report:    Joe Coviello thanked all Board members for attending. Put forward an agenda for this evenings meeting:  

Joe Coviello asked for a motion to accept March Minutes as read.  Joe Oblack made the motion, seconded by Susan Kasica, and the Board passed the motion unanimously.

Landscaping.   Josh Nicholson stated that the landscape committee did not have time to conduct a landscaping review of the neighborhood at this time.   Joe Coviello did comment on the fact that he has noticed that a number of Boulevard trees are missing from the neighborhood.  Stated that it is the responsibility of each and every homeowner to replace missing trees as soon as possible as per DOC’s. 

Marie will include in the newsletter.  A letter will be sent to all offending homeowners informing them to replace trees immediately.

Bill Langan said that the ongoing problem with Mr. & Mrs. Tippens, that we should file against the property now as no progress has been made, Joe will consult with the lawyer to see if there is anything further to be done. 

The community Social ….Josh Nicholson stated that he has previous lists from other socials and that he and Bernie have volunteers to help already and also that they will be going door to door to see what donations, help, etc, can be rustled up before the event on Sunday 3rd May 2009, If rained off, the next date would be 17th may 2009.

Joe Oblack wishes the record to show that $200 was donated to RGHOA from the agents of Suncoast Builders Development Company to be used for the upcoming Social.  This donation was passed over the Josh Nicholson.

The Garage Sale….Susan Kasica will sort our advertisement with Rob Van Epp to go into Florida Today and Bill Langan and Joe Oblack will place the signs prior the garage sale.

Because of the bad state of our signs for upcoming Board meetings it was discussed that more substantial sign be made by Cocoa Signs for the entrance of Rivergrove.  Susan Kasica will contact Nancy at Cocoa Signs and arrange for one to be made, with a limit of $200 to be spent.  Joe Oblack made the motion to go ahead, David Lowenstein seconded and the Board passed the motion unanimously.

Now that Hurricane season is coming up, the question of putting shutters up and leaving them there for the whole season was discussed.  Joe Coviello requested that shutters be erected before an event and removed after the event.  Some members disagreed and wished shutters are put up for the whole of the season.   It was stated that shutters up for the season creates a safety hazard in case of fire and also an invitation to burglars in the vicinity.  Marie will mention this in the newsletter.

610 Highpoint & 781 Spanish Cay residents have painted their homes recently.  These residents prior to painting as per DOC’s submitted no ARC approvals.  ARC will write letters to both homeowners.

Josh Nicholson contacted David Fox with regard to the Ospreys tables on Lake III.  They are both in need of repair and David kindly volunteered to construct the new tables.  David submitted an invoice of $99.67 for materials.  Josh will now contact Eric of Paradise Lawns to arrange a Bucket Truck to repair the stands. 

Bill Langan….Treasurer… Seven homeowners still have not paid their yearly dues.  Bill will be sending further letters to the residents involved and filing liens on them all. 

It was brought to the Boards notice that some of the residents have their home numbers missing from their homes.   This not only is against the DOC’s but also could cause a serious delay if any of the emergency numbers are called.  Fire, ambulance and police may not be able to locate the home involved.  It is against County Ordinance to omit your home number from the outside of your home.  Marie will mention this in the newsletter.

Bill Langan submitted the up to date budget.  The ending balance for March was $78, 517.98.  He also gave all members an up to date listing of residents. 

Susan Kasica stated that many mailboxes in the neighborhood are looking a little worse for ware.  Marie will put it in the newsletter.  Sno Cap and Rustol are two products recommended to remove iron stains from sprinklers.  This treatment will greatly improve the appearance of mailboxes.   

There is still ongoing parking overnight in the neighborhood.  Joe Coviello will again write letters to those involved and Marie will post the notice in the newsletter.  

The Board decided that the next (April) Newsletter would be the last one that is delivered door to door.  Neighbors have complained that they do not receive one etc…..wind blows them away …. We will now post the newsletter on the web and inform Mitch of this.   

The Board opened the meeting to the floor…. 

David Fox stated that putting shutters up and down for each hurricane would create a hardship for many residents as they leave for the summer months.  

Lake II has many dead fish, and vultures are coming for meals.  Algae are prevalent on Lake I.

Josh Nicholson will call Aquatech to have more treatments for all lakes.  We will watch for any more dead fish during the coming weeks.  

With no more business Joe Oblack motioned for the meeting to adjourn.  David Lowenstein seconded and the meeting adjourned at 8.30p.m.
