As we near the end of the year 2008, we reflect upon the challenges and benefits we encounter in this time of change in our country and community.  The River Grove community experiences the same financial woes, including foreclosures, and home sales below original value, which now plague our nation.  Despite these challenges, we maintain a solid financial position and have actually reduced insurance costs for the community by changing insurance carriers but maintain the same coverage.  

The River Grove Home Owners Association Board remains dedicated to preserving the general appearance of the community with an emphasis on serving the community and their wishes.  The Board provided advice and assistance on gardening, storage, home improvement recommendations and personal landscape management recommendations to community residents.  These are just a few examples on how board members assist the community outside normal Board volunteerism duties.  However, we must continue to enforce the covenants and protect the rights and interests of all homeowners in accordance with our covenants.   We ask all residents to help in this effort by adhering to our covenants and participate in our meetings so your voice can be heard and you can take part in planning and maintaining your community’s future.  Thank you for your assistance in this regard.

As part of our charter, we have expended significant efforts to stem erosion around our lake areas and improve safety at our dock area.  The installation of a dusk-to-dawn, FPL installed lighting provides increased security for residents and guests that use the dock area.  So to maintain home values, and an attractive RIVER GROVE landscape, we work closely with homeowners, banks and foreclosure companies.  We do this to minimize the negative effect of these events on our community and to maintain the most attractive community possible during this financially challenged period.

Regrettably, occasional vandalism continues within our neighborhood as it does in other neighborhoods in the county.   These acts of vandalism to both common and private areas not only impact on our community resources but on our personal resources and safety.

All vehicle operators are reminded to obey posted and written laws regarding speeding, overnight street parking, sidewalk parking and intersection obstruction.   Violation of these laws endangers our children and other residents. Unfortunately, it is again necessary to mention speeding along Trails at Hidden Harbor.  Our children and other residents, who enjoy using the walkways and few hills in our community for recreational purposes, would really benefit from all of us obeying the speeding laws.  Please be considerate of others while enjoying our community.  Please do not make it necessary for the Sheriff’s Office to issue a citation for law violation.

The Board of Directors will notify the Sheriff’s Office of all violations.  To support this effort, we have requested the traffic department of the Sheriff’s Office to monitor our community for speeders and overnight street parking.  

To all who notify board members of anomalies noted in our landscape, organic or otherwise, and to all those who dedicate volunteer time and materials to the community your continued support is very much appreciated.   THANK YOU!

Minutes of Board Meeting 9th October 2008

Call to Order: 7.00p.m.

Board Members Present:  Joe Coviello,  Marie Prescott, Joe Oblack. Cozette Merritt.

Pledge :  Led by Joe Oblack. .

Joe Oblack opened with a vote of confidence to our president, Joe Coviello.  All Board members concurred.

Presidents Report:    Joe Coviello thanked all Board members for attending.  All Minutes of Meetings will now be posted after the minutes have been approved by the Board. 

Joe Oblack motioned to accept September Minutes as written, Cozette seconded and the Board passed the motion unanimously.

We have not been informed of possible new residents at 2598 Long Sandy Circle.  Joe Coviello will investigate.  

We must ask residents to be vigilant of all empty homes in Rivergrove.  Be watchful for strangers in area, and to contact the sheriff’s department if they see something suspicious.

The Octoberfest will be organized by Bernie & Josh Nicholson.  Joe Oblack is holding monies donated by residents to be used for the event.  Cozette to contact Eric at Paradise Lawns to spray ant deterrent on common ground prior to event.

The semi-annual garage sale on 15th November 2008.  Marie will ask Rob Van Epp to place advertisement in Florida Today, prior to sale.  Joe Oblack and Bill Langan to place “garage sale” signs around area on the morning of sale.

Cozette commented on the condition of  Mr. Tippins home in Rocky Point.  Garbage cans not removed from sidewalk after trash collection, the patches of dead grass and the general appearance of the garden.  Joe Coviello will address this problem and report next meeting.

Also will attend to the outstanding fines for that property and Mr. Culbersons property.

At 781 Spanish Cay, there is a boat and covered trailer at the back of the home that is clearly in view of public from Tropical Trail.  Joe Coviello will write a letter to resident to ask for the removal of both.

Cozette informed Board that Paradise Lawns intends to plant Poinsettia plants at the entrance of Rivergrove.

We had a request from a resident to move the sign on Lake I, so that it is not the first thing you see when driving into Rivergrove.  We thank the resident her observation but for liability reasons the sign must stay where it has been placed.

A resident asked the position of placing political signs on the front of homeowner’s property.  The DOC’s forbid any such signage but the Florida Statute # 720 overrides any DOC’ and allows for both political signage (one per property) and the American Flag to flown.

With no more business, Joe Coviello proposed to adjourn the meeting.  Joe Oblack seconded.  The meeting closed at 8.15p.m.
