Presidents Report:    Joe Coviello thanked all Board members for attending.  

 

781 Spanish Cay.  There is a trailer parked at the back of the house, very noticeable from Tropical Trail.  Susan will talk to the homeowner about removal.

Dr. Sidor.  Long Sandy Circle.  Dead tree in front of property.  Marie will send a letter.

 

ARC Report:   Bill Langan informed the Board that there were no applications pending at this time. 
The Scannells in Long Sandy Circle.  They have a shed and a boat on their property.  Bill has sent a letter, but has not received any response as yet.  

There was further discussion over the Scannells boat, behind their fence.  It can be seen by neighbors who live behind them in Long Sandy Circle.  The Shed is in definite violation of the DOC’s but the boat is in contention.   

What constitutes a violation of the DOCs if the general public cannot see the boat.  Joe Coviello stated that if we receive a complaint from any resident it has to be addressed at the meeting.   John Ille stated that the boat cannot be seen from the sidewalk.  After much discussion, John Ille made a motion “ If we can stand on the sidewalk and not see the boat behind the fence then it is not a violation of the DOCs.” Joe Oblack seconded that motion.  Joe Oblack, John Ille, and Rob Van Epp all said Aye to the motion.  Susan Kassica, Marie Prescott,  Bill Langan, Joe Coviello and Cozette Merritt all abstained from voting.  The motion was put into abeyance until Joe Coveillo has contacted the lawyer to define the meaning of  “What constitutes public view in our subdivision”

 

Susan Kassica  The lake II culverts.  A handyman (highly recommended) has put forward a proposal of $1111.17 to put bags of concrete into the holes around the culvert and then fill them with earth.  This estimate is for the repair of all 5 culverts.  John Ille will have a meeting with the handyman to ask further questions, but made a motion to start the work if all was satisfactory with the handyman.  Marie seconded.  The Board carried the motion unanimously.
 

Cozzette Merritt Eric Olseen, Paradise Lawns estimate for replacement of front area plants etc, was too high for our budget at present.  John Ille made a motion that we spend $500.00 to replace all dead plants in the front entrance.  Susan seconded and the Board carried the motion unanimously.
The proposed light on the river still has not been installed.  Joe Coviello will call FPL.

 

Rob Van Epp    The bank balance was $79,194.29.  Although this seems a substantial amount, a close eye must be kept on what we are spending.  
Rob has produced an updated list of residents and going to e-mail to all.  He is going to effect all outstanding liens.
