Presidents Report:    Joe Coviello thanked all Board members for attending.  

Amendment to August 14th Minutes of Meeting. 
The following paragraph from previous minutes was amended and will now read as follows:

The matter of the boat at Mr. & Mrs. Scannells property.   The reply received from our lawyer, Mr. Williams, stated that if the boat cannot be seen from the street, it is not in violation of the DOCs.  If one resident complained about being able to see it, then it is in violation.  The contention on this matter is whether the boat is in fact in public view.  

As we have received a complaint from another resident the matter went to vote.  Joe Oblack motioned that the complaint is not valid in accordance with the Covenants as the complaint was not from the ‘public’.  

Joe Coviello said that the motion was not valid as the boat was not viewed from a public place.

(Joe Oblack motioned to table the grievance for the time being.  Bill Langan seconded and the Board carried the motion unanimously.)

Joe Oblack motioned to CLOSE THE ISSUE.  Bill Langan seconded and the Board carried the motion unanimously.

Apologies from Marie Prescott for the mistake.

Marie to contact Cozette Merritt for the copy of June’s minutes.  Cozette recorded those minutes in Marie’s absence.

Paradise Lawns have mowed and tidied the garden at 921 Spanish Cay.  They have instructions to continue with the mowing on an as needed basis.

The Fire Hydrant in front of empty plot in Spanish Cay was leaking, this has now been repaired.

Mitch McCauslin has posted a telephone number on the website for the removal of yard trash.

Joe requested a status report on Lake II around the Gazebo.  He has talked to Paradise about the clean up, but as yet no action has been taken.  Josh Nicholson will contact our handyman to follow up and also obtain copies of the drainage plans for RiverGrove to see if a swale should have been originally dug at the time of building.  

The Culverts

John Ille has contacted a company to identify what repairs need for each culvert.  The next task is to estimate for RipWrap and or concrete repairs to be undertaken.  These repairs will have to wait until next year when the water level goes down again.

Legal Issue
In answer to a recent letter sent to a resident regarding continuing trash on sidewalk,

The Board was challenged as being unlawful in our action with the homeowner.  Unfortunately the resident engaged an attorney to resolve the matter.  The attorney challenged the Board’s legal position in the matter.  The costs incurred by the Board were $950.  We hope that no further costs will be necessary.  The Board does not take the use of our lawyers lightly as this money comes out of general funds.  If we continue to use legal advice then the question of raising yearly fees must come into discussion.  

The Board encourages residents to attend meetings to resolve issues rather than engage in e-mails or letters. The Board will not take any further action on this issue and stated that while many individuals have access to email, the Board will not take action on any correspondence unless that correspondence is submitted to the Board through the RGHOA mailing address on record.

The Board may, as a courtesy, respond to email requests or notices, but is not required by Florida statue to do so.

There were not ARC applications at this time.  Bill Langan will contact the Scannells to follow up on the progress of their shed.
