Minutes of Annual Board Meeting 12th February  2009

Call to Order: 7.00p.m.

Presidents Report:    Joe Coviello thanked all Board members for attending. Put forward an agenda for this evenings meeting:  

Board Nominees,   Old Business and New Business.

We have three names as volunteers for 2009 Board.  David Lowenstein, John Le Porto, and Garrett Keane.

As the attendance was so low and the Ballots received were only eleven in number we did not have a Quorum for an Annual General Meeting.  Therefore a regular meeting was held.  

Susan Kasica motioned that David Lowenstein, John Le Porto and Garrett Keane could volunteer their services as Board Members.  Joe Oblack seconded the motion and the rest of the Board carried it unanimously.

The present Board did an internal Ballot and elected positions for the Board for 2009.  They are as follows:

Joe Coviello welcomed new members to the Board.  

Joe Oblack made a motion to accept January’s minutes of Meeting as read, Susan seconded and the Board passed the motion unanimously.  

John Ryan kindly volunteered his wife’s services to do an audit for the Board free of cost.  Joe Coviello accepted with thanks.  

The Culverts and erosion problems in Lake II.  

The problem of the erosion that was in the last minutes, Joe Oblack, Joe Coviello, Bill Langan and Josh Nicholson met with Gerry Boggs Inc to discuss proposals for repairs.  The Proposal for the repairs submitted was $9700.  This estimate was far to high to be considered, also the proposal was very short and certainly not detailed enough.  Proposal by Joe Oblack to obtain at least three new estimates on the detailed list from Board of what we need to be done. The two projects are the culverts (4) on Lake II and the erosion under the pathway to the Gazebo.  We propose putting cement bags around culverts, with rip wrap to make aesthetics more pleasing and erosion done on the walkway as soon as possible as these projects have been discussed and discussed for a long period of time.  The rainy season will be upon us soon and again too late to carry out repairs.  Time is of the essence now.  Cozette made a motion to have bags of cement put around the culverts immediately, Marie seconded and the Board carried the motion unanimously.  Joe Oblack will contact our Handyman and Boggs to get estimate,  Josh Nicholson and Joe Oblack will coordinate the work with contractors with a four thousand dollar maximum expenditure.  

921 Spanish Cay Drive:   Cozette Merritt cancelled Paradise Lawns maintenance on the property as the Bank has taken over the maintenance.  

The problem of overnight parking by some residents has been reported to the Sheriffs department. 

The problem with the illegal firing of fireworks in the community.  Joe Coviello has approached homeowners to request names of offenders with no response.  We cannot report it to the sheriff without specific names.  Damage was caused by these fireworks to the railings on the Gazebo.  Joe Coviello volunteered to repaint them.  

The problem with the Tippins property.  Discussed at length and agreed on further action. 

There was a question on the legal address of RiverGrove Homeowners Association, as letters had been sent to Don Syms at our old address of Rivergrove On the Trails Association.  We need to clarify this before filing for our Annual Report.  Bill Langan and John Le Porto will sort this out before next meeting.  

Marie Prescott suggested that because of the cold weather and a virus that is around at present and destroying a number of the Palatka Holly Trees in the neighborhood, that any letters to residents be shelved until at least Springtime to enable residents to try and save any trees that may be in trouble.  She will mention this in the next Newsletter and publish some advice for watering etc.  Also make sure that residents are aware that trees still have to be replaced.  

Also to see Nancy of Cocoa Signs and order new sign for advertising upcoming meetings.

Bill Langan has received all dues except 15 checks.  He will contact residents with outstanding arrears.  

He also passed out the budget.  We used 2k from the sidewalk fund to restock the lakes with fish.  Joe Coviello decided that any votes for the transfer of funds to another location is voted upon at the next meeting when the new Treasurer has been installed.  

Garrett Keane mentioned problems with a nuisance dog at 861 Spanish Cay Drive.  Joe Coviello stated that a notarized avidavid needed to be submitted to Sarno Road complaining of this and then action could be taken.  John Ryan volunteered his wife’s services as notary to the Board.  

Joe Coveillo has reported the continuing overnight parking of vehicles from 2747 Trails at Hidden Harbor to the Sheriff.  Asked for traffic cops to investigate and fine if possible.  

Mitch McLausen, our web site manager will be asked to add new members to group Rivergrove Board.  

With no more business Joe Oblack motioned to end meeting.  Cozette seconded and the meeting was adjourned at 9.00pm.
