Minutes of Board Meeting 13th November  2008

Date:    13th November 2008.

Location:   Geogianna United Methodist Church, Provost Hall, Old Settlement Road, Merritt Island.

Call to Order: 7.00p.m.

Board Members Present:  Joe Coviello,  Marie Prescott, Joe Oblack. Cozette Merritt, Bill Langan, Susan Kasica, Josh Nicholson.

Presidents Report:    Joe Coviello thanked all Board members for attending.  All Minutes of Meetings will now be posted after the Board has approved the minutes. 

Joe Oblack motioned to accept October and June 2008 Minutes as written, Cozette seconded and the Board passed the motion unanimously.

David Fox commented on the erosion at Lake II.  Joe Coviello suggested that immediate repairs be made as a stopgap until permanent repairs can be undertaken.  The repairs to the Lake have cost many thousands already, but with good success.  The erosion is now at a different point and must be addressed now during the dry season.  Josh Nicholson suggested that the Board meet next Sunday at the Gazebo to inspect damage and decide what must be done to repair recent erosion.  Bill Langan will try to obtain original drainage and swale drawings from Central office of Roads and Highways.  

The sidewalk trees in the neighborhood are in need of trimming.  Richard Rahn suggested contacting an arborist to inspect and advise on the safe trimming of trees.  We will follow up with a reminder to residents in next newsletter.

Joe Coviello asked if it was possible to pressure wash the dock area as fish are being cleaned there and is very dirty.  Bill Langan said he would scrub the dock with a biodegradable solution to remove the mess.  Marie will see Bob (sign man) to have sign made as soon as possible to read…”No Fish Cleaning, No Bait Cleaning.  $100 fine.  RGHOA”.

Bill has produced an updated list of all residents and will e-mail to all Board Members.

Joe Coviello has removed all trash from Lake I. He states that the lakes now need to be restocked with different fish.  Cozette suggested that she would contact Pond Stockers to get estimates for that restocking.  Cozette made that motion, Bill seconded and the motion was passed unanimously by the Board.

Joe Coviello suggested that a donation be given to Merritt Island Executive Committee for all the lobbying they have done on behalf of Home Owners Associations.  We have donated to the Committee in past years.  Joe Oblack motioned for this to be done this year as well, Cozette Merritt seconded and the Board agreed unanimously to the motion.  

The matter of Ms. Barbara Meyer.  The information that Ms. Meyer requested had been sent and a formal invitation to the meeting to discuss any further complaints was given.  Ms. Meyer chose not to attend the meeting so the President and Board closed the matter.  

Bernie Nicholson asked if all new residents receive copies of the DOC.s.  The Title Company should provide these and failing that they are available on the Web Site.

Susan Kasica has now put her deep well in on her property.  Susan suggested grievance letters to cat owners who let cats roam freely in RiverGrove.  They are supposed to be kept inside.  Marie will further this in the next newsletter.  

Cars are being left overnight on the roads in the neighborhood.  Joe suggested that the Sheriff should be called, as it is a violation after midnight.  

Bill Langan distributed copies of the Budget to all Board Members.  Although our expenses look to increase next year the Board voted that the dues will remain the same for another year.  

Landscaping.  The Board voted yea in favor of Paradise Lawns placing Poinsettia’s in the gardens at the entrance to Rivergrove.

All contracts were looked at and Cozette will contact Middleton Spraying to renew contract.

As no candidates have volunteered for next years Board, we will distribute Ballots as normal with no candidates and see if anyone would like to volunteer their time.  Susan and Marie will mail out all dues notices and Ballots.  

Alan Tice requested grievance letter again to the Tippens in Rocky Point.  Joe will follow up previous letters and contact attorney for recovery of fines on that property.  Bill Langan made the motion.  Joe Coviello seconded.  The Board carried the motion unanimously.  

Richard Rahn thanked the Board for the cleaning up of 921 Spanish Cay, the pool still remained unsecured.  Cozette will ask CBS to erect plastic sheeting around the pool with a danger sign.  

With no more business Joe Coviello motioned to end meeting.  Susan seconded and the meeting was adjourned at 9.00pm
