Minutes of Board Meeting 14th August 2008

Date:    14th August 2008.

Location:   Geogianna United Methodist Church, Provost Hall, Old Settlement Road, Merritt Island.

Call to Order: 7.00p.m.

Board Members Present:  Joe Coviello,  Marie Prescott, Rob Van Epp, Susan Kasica, Bill Langan,. Joe Oblack.

Presidents Report:    Joe Coviello thanked all Board members for attending.  

The matter of the boat at Mr. & Mrs. Scannells property.   The reply received from our lawyer, Mr. Williams, stated that if the boat cannot be seen from the street, it is not in violation of the DOCs.  If one resident complained about being able to see it, then it is in violation.  The contention on this matter is whether the boat is in fact in public view.  

As we have received a complaint from another resident the matter went to vote.  Joe Oblack motioned that the complaint is not valid in accordance with the Covenants as the complaint was not from the ‘public’.  

Joe Coviello said that the motion was not valid as the boat was not viewed from a public place.

Joe Oblack motioned to table the grievance for the time being.  Bill Langan seconded and the Board carried the motion unanimously.

Wendy and Bill Scannell, 2458 Long Sandy Circle, submitted plans for a proposed shed on their property.  It was explained to them of the conditions of building that shed according to the DOCs.  The Scannells apologized for the erection of the first shed and agreed to dismantle it within 14 days after approval and the new shed to be erected with 30days.

The plans were tentavily approved by the ARC awaiting further written plans for stucco, color etc.  

A letter had been sent to Dr. Sidor, 2539 Long Sandy Circle, regarding a dead tree in front of his property.   Dr Sidor has replaced the tree with our thanks.  

2646 Rocky Point Way.  The ongoing condition of the garden.  Letters have been sent with no response to the problems.  Bill  Langan motioned that appropriate action be taken.  Susan Kasica seconded and the Board passed the motion unanimously.  All letters to the homeowner will now be submitted to the lawyer for further action. 

Larry Mullins, 2712 Little Bend place,   Marie complained of the condition of the trees in front of the property.  They have never been staked properly since they were first planted and now bend into the road on a permanent basis.  Marie will write to Mr. Mullins.  

There is continued trash in and around the gazebo, Joe will ask Eric from Paradise Lawns to occasionally clear it up.  

No further action can be taken on the state of the culverts until we contact John Ille.  Joe Coviello will contact John next week.  

Susan Kasica stated that the dollar weed is prevalent in the lakes again and suggested that Aqua Tech be called to treat these weeds.  Joe stated that they had been in the previous week.  

We will ask Eric, Paradise Lawns to put some Baja grass around where the run off has washed the earth away near the culverts.  

Mr. & Mrs. Middlebrook, 840 Spanish Cay Drive, needs two trees on his sidewalk.  At present only one there.  Marie will contact them by letter. 

Rob Van Epp    The bank balance was $74,942.04.    Rob submitted a spreadsheet to all members of up to date spending on the bank account.  Joe thanked Rob for all his work.  

We received a certified letter from the Postmaster regarding newsletters in mailboxes.  We were not fined, but warned.  Marie says that Josh Motta does not put newsletters into mailboxes and only into front doors of properties.  

Rob submitted copies of liens that have been served on two residents who still have not submitted dues for 2008.  

With no more business Joe Coviello opened the meeting to the floor.  

Richard Rahn of Spanish Cay Drive asked if there was anything that could be done with the present condition of 921 Spanish Cay Drive, currently in the hands of a mortgage company.  The general condition of the home, pool and garden has deteriorated badly and is in dire need off attention.  There is an added health problem now for immediate neighbors as the property has problems with rats, snakes, gophers and other wildlife.  The pool is green and dirty and because it is unfenced poses a drowning hazard to children playing around the area.  Marie Prescott made a motion for the grounds to be tidied up for health and safety reasons. It was suggested that Paradise Lawns go in on a regular basis to mow the lawns and tidy the grounds.  Susan Kasica seconded and the motion was carried. 

Also Susan made a motion to contact the Company Critterman to obtain estimates to get rid of vermin and snakes etc from the property.  Rob Van Epp seconded the motion.  The Board passed it unanimously.  Marie Prescott abstained from that vote as she is related to the Critterman.  

Susan will contact Todd Paroline to obtain estimates for the erection of a fence at the back of the pool, to ensure safety for anyone entering the property.    Rob Van Epp seconded and the motion was carried.  

Joe Coviello thanked Richard Rahn and told him that we hope to rectify some of the problems soon.  Also that we will contact the mortgage company and notify them of our actions.  Any invoices will be claimed against the mortgage company.  

With no more business the motion to adjourn was made by Joe Oblack.  Bill Langan  Seconded. The motion was carried.  

The meeting was adjourned at 8.45p.m.
