Reading of February Minutes.  Minutes were accepted as written.  The Board passed the motion unanimously.

 

Presidents Report:    Joe Coviello thanked all Board members for attending.  Informed the Board that Rob Van Epp had sent out letters to delinquent residents for outstanding dues.  

Informed the Board that Jon Corbett’s house was under foreclosure, and will check the Covenant for any information as to the clean up of the gardens and pool etc, all of which are in dire need of care. 

Joe is in the process of informing the two free newspapers that Rivergrove receive that we need to cancel their delivery.

Landscaping and Lakes:   Cozette reported that a gate has been ordered for the walkway on Tropical Trail.  This comes from Todd Parroline at a cost of $350.00.  

CBS will complete outstanding power washing within the next two weeks.  

Susan and Klaus Neigle, were informed that the chemicals might damage their hedge along the walkway when the power washing was done.  (Their hedge is very close to the existing fence.)

Cozette has approached Eric at Paradise Lawns to enquire about repairing the broken Osprey Nest (near Thomas Newman’s House).  Eric only has the cherry picker every few months, but when h e does he will undertake repairs.  

David Fox will be asked if he could help with the repair of the platform for that nest.

Eric was asked to look at the erosion at Lake 2 culverts.  Suggested that it was filled with gravel, sand and then sod.   This will be looked into further.  Josh will follow up and report next meeting.

The Bridge into Watermill has many planks that are lifting, splintering or generally needs some repairs.  Cozette will contact Handyman for estimates.

Cozette put forward suggestion to start awarding ‘Yard of the month’ around the neighborhood.  It will be discussed further. 

Also discussed was the placement of a structure in the common area.  Quotes will be obtained.  Also the placing of Magnolia trees along the sidewalk of that area.  Eric and Valdi (who live opposite) have volunteered to water any trees until they become established.  A Quote for trees will be obtained.
