1. Roll Call:
Board Members Present:   Susan Kasica,  Richard Rahn, Marie Prescott, Alan Tice. Barbara Meyer, David Fox.

2. Pledge/Invocation  Led by Richard Rhan.

3. Reading of October Minutes. Susan Kasica approved minutes as read, David Fox seconded and the Members present passed it unanimously.

4. Proposed Revisions of DOC Amendments.  Barbara Meyer and Karen Zifcak have completed the amendments to the Covenant.  The documents were reviewed and Richard motioned to accept the package, Barbara seconded and the Members present passed the document unanimously.

5. The Budget.  Susan presented the budget to the Board.  It was decided to carry over the 30k as is into the sidewalk & Dock reserves. A vote was taken to leave the Yearly Fees at $345.00 so as to continue to build reserves. Marie motioned to accept this decision, Richard seconded and the Board passed the motion unanimously.

6. 2006 Elections.  Board Members who are staying for the year of 2006 are: David Fox, Marie Prescott, Susan Kasica and Richard Rhan. Retiring Members are: Tim Harbor, Alan Tice and Barbara Meyer.  The Board asked for candidates for the vacant places and the homeowners are: Joe Corviello, John Ryan, John Ille, Todd Paroline and Stephane and Stephan Naoumoff.   Candidates will be put on the Ballot letter and sent to all homeowners along with the proposed revisions to the Covenant and the yearly fees invoice.  Marie & Susan will complete this  and post by December 1st 2005.

7. Candidates for next Years ARC Committee are : Daniel O’Connell, Rob VanUpp.  Marie will ask for more candidates in the next newsletter, also to be distributed in the next two weeks.

8. The Lakes.  We welcomed David Fox back to Rivergrove.  His report on the lakes is as follows.  All trash has been picked up around all the lakes.  Trash receptacles have been placed at the Dock and the Gazebo.  Repairs to the Gazebo have been done, but David will check out with GunStruction that it was done properly.  David asked the Board for permission to hire a crane to repair the Osprey nest.  David will make the necessary repairs but cannot get up to the top of the nest.  Approximate cost will be $200 for repairs and $200 for the hire of the crane.  The Board will ask Tim to find out if M & M (our lawn contractors) if they have a crane and what the charges would be.  Barbara asked why Aquatech have been charging different amounts for contract work. Barbara will find the contract and review at next meeting.

9. Thomas Newman asked Barbara if dead orange trees could be removed.  These run alongside his home next to the lake.  Again, Barbara will review the situation.

10. Parking & Speeding of vehicles on roadways.  This is an ongoing problem and must be solved before an accident occurs in Rivergrove.  Homeowners concerned are to be approached and asked to STOP parking on roadways.
