3. Reading of November 2006 Minutes.  Minutes were accepted as written. The board passed the motion unanimously.

4. Treasurer’s report.      Susan reported that everything is on track and the accounts are all being paid on schedule. We are going into next year with a healthy bank account. We should have about 50K in the bank at the end of this year.  Insurances were about the same as last year.  Taxes increased  (fire and ambulance cover).
5. Gazebo and Culvert   Work has commenced on the culvert and is progressing well.  This project should be completed by next week and then the painter will be informed to start on the Gazebo and fencing.

6. The Lakes  David reported that the water levels in all the lakes have dropped with the dry weather.  David has cleaned all the trash and has reported seeing no alligators of late.

The cost would be $986.00.  It was voted that this estimate was a little high and Richard will get estimates from Paradise Lawns and North Cocoa Nurseries.  
9. Vandalism in the neighborhood.  Recently, Mr. & Mrs. Al Motta sustained damage and trespass of their Christmas decorations by some young people who live in our neighborhood.  They were caught on surveillance camera at the Mr. Motta’s home and the sheriff was called.  This resulted in those involved being cautioned by the Sheriff.  We are sorry that this incident occurred and especially because it involved youngsters from our own neighborhood.   We would stress that if you have any problems with vandalism please contact the sheriff’s department immediately.  
We hope that the youngster’s involved have learnt their lesson now and will put their energies into more useful projects.
