1. Roll Call:

2. Pledge/Invocation:   Led by Rob Van Epp at 7:00
3. Prior Meeting Minutes:   The November 8th minutes were not available.  Rob Van Epp could not make that meeting and John Ryan took the notes and was unable to make the 12/13 meeting.  The 11/8 minutes will be reviewed at the 1/10/08 meeting.
4. Treasury Report:   The current bank account balance is $63,912 (with an estimated $3K in outstanding invoices).   Susan will prepare the next annual budget.
5. Upcoming Election:  Discussion of upcoming Board turnover and the election ballot.  Marie Prescott, Cozette Merritt, and Bill Langan have agreed to serve on the 2008 Board and Joe Coviello has agreed to return.  Rob asked that an updated ballot be mailed to residents and Susan seconded.  An update ballot will be mailed out to residents by December 21st.
6. Landscaping Committee:   
· Discussion of boulevard trees and the wording of the Charter and previous Boards’ decisions
· Susan asked that the current Board support Amendment 1 where the two trees must be the same type and a minimum of 8’.  Joe C. seconded.  Moving forward, all tree replacements must be the same type of tree as the existing tree (and a minimum of 8’)

· This will be included in the next newsletter (that the replacement tree must match the existing tree)

· Discussion of replacing front entrance plants (junipers)
7. Lakes:  
· Joe Coviello met with two companies concerning the drainage issue around the gazebo.  Both companies promised to send him proposals
· Brevard Concrete Reinforcement proposed inflatable concrete

· CS Concrete Inc. proposed rip-rap

· Board to wait on costs, but prefers the inflatable concrete approach
